Parliament and judges, thestury of our legal system and the roles of various agencies within our leg
system (such as police, solicitors and barristers, judges and magistrates). Students will develop skills s
time management and prioritisation along with reading and unaledatg legal texts.

If you enjoyed thegehafllproblem
solving at GCSE ug] such mathematical techniquémen you should find the prospect of studying Pure
Mathematicvery appealing.

Although many of the ideas you will meet in Pure Mathematics are interesting in their own right they &
serveas an important foundation for other branches of Mathematics, especially Mechanics and Statistics.

Mechanics

When you study Mechanics you will learn how to describe mathematically the motion of objects and
they respond to forces acting upon them, fnocars in the street to satellites revolving around a planet. Yol
will learn the tecimique of mathematical modelingpat is, of turning a complicated physical problem into a
simpler one that can be analysed and solved using mathematical methods.
