Re: Ski and Snowboard Trip to Arosa, Switzerland, Friday 18th 
- Saturday 26th 2011. 

Thank you for expressing an initial interest in the above ski and snowboard trip. The Ski Company has now confirmed 
the following details: 

•	 The cost of skiing (£775) and snowboarding (£805) includes transport by coach (which is fully belted with 
DVD and toilet), full-board hotel accommodation, winter sports insurance, hire of ski/snowboard equipment, 
helmet (plus wrist guards for snowboarders), 6 day lift pass,S hours per day ski/snowboard lessons and all 
evening activities. 

There are 47 spaces available for students on a 53 seater coach. We aim to take a mix of boys and girls of differing
 
ages, and take skiers and snowboarders with a range of experience. The trip has run successfUlly for many years as
 
a result of the student-mix, and the high expectations of standards of behaviour that we have of the students. The trip
 
is in half term but is an educational trip, not a holiday, and the College Behaviour Management Policy applies.
 

The resort
 
Arosa is a classic winter resort situated in a sheltered basin, at the head of a beautiful wooded valley. The trip up from
 
Chur involves a train journey up to the resort. Arosa sits at 1800m and has plenty of open slopes above the tree line,
 
with the top lift station being at 2653m. The ski area is set in a sweeping, south-facing bowl with 100km of piste. The
 
area stretches over 3 peaks - the Hornli, the Weisshorn and the Bruggerhorn.
 

Our accommodation is in the Florentinium Mountain Lodge Hotel, set amidst pine trees in an elevated position with
 
spectacular views. Intermediate and advanced skiers can ski straight from the door! It is a 10 minute walk down to
 
shops and the town centre.
 

Daily procedure
 
Breakfast is followed by 2.5 hours tuition in ability groups with a supervised lunch-break. Afternoon continues with 2.5
 
hours more tuition. Evening activities might include ice skating, bum boarding, bingo, a torchlight walk, a laser show
 
on the mountain and a disco.
 

Payment Procedure
 
Payment should be by cheque made payable to The Ski Company - Kingsbridge.
 

I would be grateful to receive the following by Friday 23rd April 2010 at the latest, although an earlier date is strongly
 
recommended due to the popularity of the trip:
 

•	 Deposit to secure a place on the trip (non-refundable) of either £75 (skiing) or £105 (snowboarding) together 
with 4 post dated cheques of £175 on 1.6.10 and on the 1.8.10, 1.10.10 and 1.12.10. These are all sent 
together to The Ski Company (this overcomes the problem of having to remember dates for the payments and 
helps reduce the overall cost of the trip). 

•	 The completed Parental Agreement and The Ski Company booking form attached to this letter need to be 
returned, with the cheques in a sealed envelope, addressed to Miss. K. Palmer. Ski Arosa 2011. Please 
remember to read the terms of business and booking conditions. If there are insufficient numbers, all of the 
deposits will be returned.
