Science

GCSE Science is taken in Year 10 by all students (apart from those doing Triple Sciences) and GCSE Additional Science in Year 11. They are taken as two separate GCSE subjects but not certificated until after the June exams in Year 11. This gives students a chance to improve on coursework or exam modules from Year 10 in Year11. Unfortunately there is no chance in Year 11! Some students have chosen to study separate sciences –GCSE Biology, Chemistry and Physics, using one of their option blocks and this leads to three GCSEs. There is also a chance for these students to do GCSE Science in Year 10.  
Year 10 Science 

We do OCR GCSE Gateway B Science and it has 3 modules.
Unit 1 33% – Modules B1 (Biology), C1(Chemistry) & P1(Physics) – These are completed by Christmas 2008 . Exam is on Monday 12th January 2009.

Unit 3 Coursework 33% – You have to carry out a number of Can Do tasks to gain up to 24 marks. Also a report called Science in the News. The coursework needs to be completed by Easter 2009
