	Some basic tips to prepare and revise

· Ensure you have all your basic maths equipment - Pens, pencils, ruler, rubber, protractor, compass and calculator 

· Revision guides maybe purchased from the Maths office as can Maths equipment 

· Start revision early and try to adopt a 'little and often' approach 

· Ask your teacher to help you in setting particular learning and revision targets 

· Write Maths facts on revsion cards, eg, formulae, conversion and number facts, rules, etc. Look at them regularly 

· Set solutions out clearly showing your method & calculations 

· Use a pencil & appropriate equipment for diagrams 

· Use the “Mathswatch” revision disc issued by your maths teacher – check out the website
· Look up keywords in your Student Support Book (homework text book)

· Revise the topics you need to practice most -Find the topic revision lists in Shared files – year 10- maths- 

· Keep an eye on the Key Stage 4 board outside Ma1 for extra lessons, room and seat numbers.
